Alexis Karaiskakis won the prize of the “Best new Artist of the Year” from the Association of
Theater and Music Critics in 2011 due to his artistic presence in Greece.
He also won two first prizes at the National Violoncello Competition of the Ministry of
Education in categories A’ and B’. In 2003 he debuted as soloist with the Athens Municipality
Symphony Orchestra in the series “Music Ensembles, Young Soloists™.
He started playing the violoncello in the studio of Anastasia Katochianou and continued his
studies at the Conservatoire National de Region de Boulogne-Billancourt in Paris, graduating
with distinction and two first prizes (Chamber Music and Violoncello). He concluded his studies
at the Hochschule der Kui nste in Zurich, with BA kow MA degrees. His professors were Xavier
Gagnepain, Raphael Chretien and Roel Dieltiens in violoncello and Hortense Cartier-Bresson in
chamber music. He has participated in master classes of Anner Bylsma, Philippe Miiller and
Jérdme Pernoo.

He plays baroque and modern cello with equal enthusiasm and ease and his repertoire starts
at the early baroque period until the contemporary era of 20" and 21* centuries. His activity as a
chamber musician has taken him to important concert halls in Greece and Europe. Since 2014 he
plays with the Kamerata-Armonia Atenea Orchestra and since 2016 with the Ensemble
KYKLOS. He is a professor of violoncello and chamber music at the Filippos Nakas
Conservatory. He plays on a cello designed especially for him in 2010 by Frank Ravatin.
